The open-flame grilled 

burger slider is topped with cheddar, yellow mustard, ketchup and 

pickles.  

Nathan’s made the hot dog famous, Lee Roy Selmon’s makes 

this hot dog slider immortal. Mini flame-grilled Nathan hot dogs are 

nestled in a warm bun and topped with spicy brown mustard with a 

side of chopped onion and dill relish. 

 But that’s not all. The Lee Roy Selmon’s chefs are ready to 

introduce sweet potato fries, $5.99. Sweet and salty, these fries are 

served with a side of sweet-cane vinaigrette for dipping. The Jalapeno 

Rocket  is composed of three cheeses, fiery jalapeno and applewood 

smoked bacon rolled in a crispy shell.

 Buffalo-style wings served mild, medium, hot, honey-

barbeque or sweet fire made the team this year and join the Selmon 

Brothers famous marinated-slow smoked grilled wings with spicy 

Oklahoma sauce for $7.79. A platter of 25 wings is $17.49.  

 Sure to be a fan-favorite new bar snack is our peppercorn 

crusted ahi tuna - that is pan seared, sliced and served with a side of 

soy sauce, wasabi and ginger for $6.99. (family style, $10.99).
